For EZCarry™ Single Assembly Installation Instructions refer to Zurn form #C45 which can be obtained through
the Zurn website.

1. Laycarrier fittings on floor. To obtain spacing between units, place proper length of pipe between adjoining fittings.
See Fig. 1
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2. Join pipe lengths to fittings ensuring all fitting faces are parallel. See Fig. 2
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3. Roll entire assembly until the waste line barrel is rolled under and fitting faces are positioned upward. Support assembly
with blocks (provided by others). See Fig. 3
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4. Place faceplate gaskets from trim kits on fittings. Align the gasket
holes with the tapped holes in the fitting. See Fig. 4

5. Remove the faceplate/feet from trim kit boxes and align the faceplate
slots with the gasket and fitting holes. Using four %2” [13mm] bolts from
the Fitting & Faceplate hardware bag, secure the bolts with a ratcheting
wrench and snug tight, tightening them in the patern shown (A and D).

6. To adjust the rough-in height, loosen the feet bolts
and set the top two bolts to the desired height
(adding additional height for tiling where required).
There are three holes on each side of the face plate,
whenever possible, always use the two holes
furthest from each other when securing the feet.
Secure bolts using wrench (25-35 Ib-ft of torque).
Use caution to keep the feet parallel when adjusting
the height. See Fig. 6a.

Factory faceplate/feet assembly is set fora 5 /%"
[140mm] rough-in height, locating feature C (See
Fig. 4). Locating feature D on each foot identifies ——
772" [191 mm] rough-in height, commonly used for
ADA applications.

Note: For rough-in heights less than 6 3/s" [162mm],
the bottom of the faceplate may need to be removed : |J \
along the defined cut lines. See Fig. 6b. - O
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7. Determine the required height of each carrier fitting needed to obtain the required drainage pitch in the carrier bank. Loosen
the faceplate bolts to adjust the waste line height and pitch as required. Re-secure bolts using ratcheting wrench (25-35 Ib-

ft torque). See Fig. 7
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8. With assembly positioned upright, secure the anchor stabilizer to the fitting using the
anchor foot assembly instructions and hardware provided. Ensure the anchor foot sits
level on the floor and nuts are tightened for each carrier. See Fig. 8

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9. Align the carrier bank assembly with the waste line rough-in and mark the correct locations on the concrete floor for
the anchoring studs. See Fig. 9
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10. Prep the floor for concrete anchors and place the carrier bank back into position. Lag down the feet using 2" [13mm]
minimum anchors (supplied by others). See Fig. 10

11. Using the o-ring seal and lubricant bag, ensure the o-ring and
coupling are well lubricated. Insert the o-ring, ensuring it does APPLY
not twist. See Fig. 11 LUBRICANT

NOTE: O-ring installation is critical. Improper installation
will cause leakage behind the finished wall. O-ring is not
needed when using an NPT threaded coupling with an
NPT threaded faceplate. Teflon or pipe sealant should be
used with NPT threads.

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12. Coupling Installation

a. Standard, -CS, and —CC Couplings (Z) -
Thread the coupling into the faceplate by
hand until it engages the o-ring and begins
to resist. Using a coupling wrench
(Z21200-CPLG-WRNCH-3 purchased
separately), continue to turn the coupling
into the o-ring to create a water-tight
seal. See Fig. 12

Standard, -CS, and —CC Couplings (ZQ) -
Thread the coupling into the faceplate by
hand until it engages the threads. Using a
couplingwrench (Z1200-CPLG-WRNCH-3
purchased separately), continue to turn
the coupling to create a water-tight seal.

Adjust the coupling to extend 5/16" [8mm] from the
finished wall. Ensure the coupling threads are
protected from debris adhesion to allow adjustment
after the wall is in place. If the coupling must be
shortened, cut from the threaded end. Prevent
damage to the o-ring by chamfering the cut end and
thoroughly deburring. See Fig. 12a

b. EZ-Set™ Coupling (Z2) - Thread the coupling into the
faceplate by hand until it engages the o-ring and
begins to resist. Using a strap or pipe wrench,
continue to turn the coupling into the o-ring to
create a water-tight seal. Ensure the protective
sleeve is flush with the test cap.
